April 2007 Competition

The April competition is for prints. Members may enter
up to five prints across the four categories General A,
General B, Monochrome and Nature, this month&
special category.

The Nature category is restricted to the use of the
photographic process to depict all observations from
various natural history ( including botany, zoology,
geology, physics, chemistry, meteorology, paleontology,
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but excepting archeology and anthropology, and
genetically cloned animals). This must be done in such a
fashion that a well-informed person will be able to
identify the subject and to certify to its honest
representation.

Human elements (people, structures), if present, should
be unobtrusive (e.g., a barn owl or other forms of
wildlife) and enhance the nature story. Roads, walls,
wires, fences, etc. reflecting the hand of man must

not be evident in the ima ge. Photographs which depict
domesticated animals, artificially produced hybrid plants
or horticultural varieties of plants may not be used. Still
life studies, obviously set flower arrangements, mounted
specimens, museum habitats or groups, derivations, or
any form of photographic manipulation that alters the
truth of the photographic statement are ineligible.
(EXCEPTION: detailed micro- or macrophotographs.)

Flowers such as wild roses, proteus and certain
fuchsias may be used as nature subjects, even though
they are growing in gardens, since they have not been
changed from the wild forms by man. Hybrids are not
acceptable.

In Nature the title is read before the image is shown, in
order to inform viewers and the judge about the subject
to be presented. The title of a Nature image should

be the correct English name, ( Latin botanical names
are optional ), factual and descriptive, and will be read
as shown. In this category, the subject (natural history)
takes precedence over technical factors

Manipulation of the subject by computer or other
techniques is not acceptable

May 2007 Competition

TheMaycompetition will feature

that is, slides and digital images. Slides will have a
single category (General) and Digital will feature
contests for General A, General B, Monochrome and the
Creative special category. Each member may enter up
to five images across the categories.

This month we will return to the practice of sending five
images from each category to the MPPA competition.

As the name implies, the Creative category is the
creative use of line, form and color , expressing the
photographer's ideas and/or feelings in a non-
traditional style . Nature and reality, or any literal
renditions, may be distorted or otherwise modified by the
use of non-standard techniques and controls. Computer
enhancement is acceptable, provided the image began
with the maker's photograph . It is not necessary to
render the subject unrecognizable.
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Examples include abstracts, impressionism and
symbolism. Techniques include computer manipulation,
diffractions, distortions, "black light", bas relief, montage,
wild color, dye coloring (after image capture), Kodalith
ortho processes, multiple exposure, solarization,
posterization, and multiple images with trick lenses.
Also: motion blur, patterns, selective focus, zoomed
exposures, sandwiched slides designed to yield non-
objective or abstract images.
